Authors should be listed with central alignment also, without title but including the name of the institution (Cambria, 12 pt, normal). Name and surname of the corresponding author must be marked with an asterisk (*). It is necessary to indicate the e-mail address of the corresponding author. 
Paper abstract should contain 200-300 words without the title and the author. Abstracts do not include figures and tables. Paper abstract should contain: introduction, methods, results and conclusions which must be written with justified margins (Cambria, 12 pt) single spaced. Original paper abstracts will not be proofread. The authors are responsible for the linguistic and grammatical correctness of the abstract in English language. Each linguistic, grammatical and scientific mistake shall be published unless eliminated by the author/s.

Authors are responsible for the content, validity and originality of the paper, and all other consequences that may arise from publishing it.
MATERIAL AND METHODS OF WORK
Papers should be saved in the Word 97-2003 (.doc) format. The main font should be Cambria, A4 format, each margin 2.54, single spaced. The title should be written in capital letters and centrally aligned, font size 14 pt. Full names and surnames of the authors (12 pt) should be written one single space below the title, and the full name of the institution they come from should be indicated one single space below and centrally aligned, font size 10 pt. The abstract should be written double-space below the name of the institution, in accordance with the template for the paper abstract (12 pt). Keywords are separated with commas. Subtitles should be left aligned (12 pt, bold, caps lock) with double-space above and single space below the subtitle. The scientific paper is written in 12 pt font size. 
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
It is recommended to prepare tables in Word, and graphs in Excel except for the special cases where this is not technically possible. They should also be easy to review and as simple and clear as possible. Title, heading (text) and subtext within tables and graphs should be written in Cambria – normal, 10 pt font size. Tables should be put in a specific place within the text. Tables should not contain more than ten columns and more than fifteen rows. If the author thinks that the data need to be presented in more columns or rows, then he/she must divide the content into two or more smaller tables or submit it as a special attachment. It must be prepared with “Insert table”, and not by using spaces, full-stops and tabs. Equations must be written in a graphic editor for equations, primarily in Microsoft Equation and set at the beginning of the text. On the right edge of the text, in a line in which the equation is written, there must be its number indicated in brackets. Images should be prepared for black-and-white print, i.e. if the original image is in colors which do not differ when printed in black-and-white mode, then the colors must be replaced by “raster”, i.e. different graphic signs that need to be explained through the legend. The figures should contain only the text necessary for understanding such as measurement variables with dimensions, short explanation on the curves etc. The other things should be included in the legend below the image. Maximum figure size is 13 cm x 17 cm. Illustrations (tables, figures, diagrams) should be marked. Legends, i.e. explanations of the illustrations should be numbered, whereby the number of the figure or table must correspond to the appropriate reference in the text. In figures, legend should be written below, and in tables it should be written above the text (Cambria, 10 pt).

Use APA style citation, i.e. author-years citation methods. The last name of the author and the date of publication are inserted in the text in the appropriate place, in brackets. The reference list at the end of the article has to include only the sources which the author referred to in the article text. The used literature items are listed in alphabetical order.
